     5.  often sealed by (blood) sacrifice  Genesis 8:20

His promises to Abraham.

CONQUEST OF CANAAN - JOSHUA (approx 1450 BC) 

 Entry into the “promised land”

THE JUDGES    (1400 BC) 

 The Time of the Judges was 305 years 

The books of Joshua,Judges,Ruth                 

15 “Judges”: Sampson, Deborah, Gideon, etc 

 

 

THE KINGS 

 Starting with Saul, David (1055 BC), Solomon 

The books of 1 Samuel to 2 Chronicles 

 

 God  has now fulfilled his promises to Abraham 

 Solomon, and most of the Kings after him, break the covenant by idolatry and bring 

curses upon Israel. 

 

 

THE DIVIDED KINGDOM    (975 BC) 

 Israel splits and has civil war for about 300 years.  

 Judah in the south under Rehoboam 

 Israel (10 northern tribes) under Jeroboam 

 
CAPTIVITY IN BABYLON  

 722 BC: Northern tribes captured by the Assyrians 

 Jerusalem falls to Nebuchadnezzar II (586 BC); Exile and return 70 years later 

 Temple rebuilt under Ezra 

 City walls rebuilt under Nehemiah (444 BC) 

The books Ezra and Nehemiah; prophets  Haggai, Zechariah 

 The prophets speak of a new Covenant  

         Isaiah 52:13 & 53:6 

         Jeremiah    31:31-34 

         Ezekial   36:24-28 

         Daniel    7:13-14 

The books of Isaiah to Malachi  

 398 BC the 39 books of “The Scriptures” (Moses and the Prophets) and so begins 

“400 years of silence”
